New Peer Coaching Groups for Doctoral Candidates start in January

In the initial phase of their doctorate, many doctoral candidates feel like they are all alone with a wide range of interdisciplinary questions. This is where the peer coaching programme
‘Starting your PhD’ comes in: Doctoral candidates in the first year of their doctorate are brought together in small groups to exchange ideas on topics that are currently on their minds and
to support each other. The new group will start on 14 January 2025. Also new is a special programme for international doctoral candidates. In the peer coaching ‘Doing Your PhD in
Germany’, international doctoral candidates come together in a small group of four to six people to discuss current challenges they are facing in their academic or professional life as
international researchers at Paderborn University.

In addition to that, the programme offers various events and
workshops (e.g. on funding, application strategies and finding a topic). Female students from all faculties (in the Master's phase) who are interested in doing a doctorate can take part in the
university-wide programme.

Establishment of academic junior research groups - Quantum Futur

As part of the "Quantum Futur" competition for young researchers, excellent young scientists are supported in setting up their own
independent junior research group that deals with new interdisciplinary research approaches in second-generation quantum
technologies. Thematically, all areas of second-generation quantum technologies and their specialised environment are addressed. In
particular, these are quantum computing, quantum simulation, quantum informatics, quantum sensor technology and metrology,
quantum communication and supporting technologies.

Further qualification programme "Development and management of research projects (EMF)"

The further qualification programme "Development and Management of Research Projects (EMF)" supports you in acquiring the
necessary skills for the acquisition and implementation of third-party funded projects in the areas of application, financing,
management, leadership and transfer. After a workshop phase of a maximum of two years, participants in the programme submit a
"trial" application for third-party funding and receive qualified feedback from the EMF programme's scientific advisory board.

UPB PhD Scholarships

The university management invites applications for doctoral and postgraduate scholarships to promote excellent early career researchers
at Paderborn University, as well as a scholarship for a thesis in the field of gender research. The award guidelines and further information
can be found on the website of the Commission for Research and Young Academics.
